Standard electrical cable tray dimensions for width typically range from 50 millimeters to 1000 millimeters in

metric systems, or from 6 inches to 36 inches in imperial measurements.

The total diameters (Sd) of all the single conductor cables that are going to be installed must not be greater

than the width of the cable tray, as shown in the following table.
