
How long should the wiring be reserved
for the distribution box 

If the box opening is less than 8 inches in any direction, each wire must stick out at least 3 inches from the box

opening. This extra length helps you make safe and easy connections.

Wireway Depth: The maximum permitted distance for the through (wireway) beyond the front of panelboard

is 6 inches, the trough''s depth is 12 inches and switchboard''s depth is 24 inches.

The reserved position is generally placed on the right side of the Electrical Distribution Board. A complete

overall position is reserved between the general empty box in the first row and the empty ...

?Arrangement order?: The circuit breakers should be arranged from left to right, and the reserved position is

generally placed on the right side of the distribution box.

Ensure safe placement: install in dry, accessible areas with good ventilation and at appropriate height

(typically ~1.5m). Practice good wiring: secure grounding, neat cable ...
