Four wires are involved in supplying the main panel with power. Three of them will come from the utility

pole, and a fourth (bare) wire.

The service drop consists of three phase wires and a neutral wire which is grounded. Each phase wire provides

around 230 V to loads connected between it and the neutral.

In residential applications, three wires (i.e. Black as Hot 1, Red as Hot 2 and White as Neutral) enters the main

panel to provide 120V and 240V single phase supply voltage.
